The objective of this research was to Study the impact of the value of money laundering
damage on the Thai economy By studying from Gross Domestic Product-Chain Volume
Measures (GDP) and the value of the assets obtained from seizure or attachment From the
offense in money laundering cases The study period is 2000 - 2017. The method of study uses
the Ordinary Least Square Regression Method. The relationship between the amount of assets
seized/attached can be obtained from money laundering. From the results of the study, it can
be concluded that The amount of assets seized from the money laundering affects the gross
domestic product (GDP) and correlates in the opposite direction. Due to the coefficient of
finding the relationship of variables Coefficients have a negative value of (-0.006303) at a 95%
confidence level, when the amount of assets seized from the money laundering increases by

0.0063% will result in 1% of GDP decline in the opposite direction.
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
