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Abstract

This study was aimed to analyze the impact on labor due to the various situations
that shut down the industry such as US-China trade war, the situation of Thailand’s
economy and COVID-19 outbreak which has affected the economy of Thailand. Then
researcher studied both direct and indirect effect on labor who worked from industries. The
Industries which studied are Textile and Clothing industry and Automotive industry which are
largely and highly employed industry by studying the forward and backward linkage from
Input-Output tables (I-O tables) to determine the impact on Upstream and Downstream
industries. For labor impact, researcher use Econometric model to estimate the relationship
between domestic labor demand and other variables which affected on domestic

employment. The data used for estimate is secondary data during 2017-2020.

The result of study found that the industries were affected by shutdown on main
industries are clothing industry which needed to use woven fabrics or cotton as their inputs.
When the product cannot be manufactured, causes the business loss their profit and may
shutdown later which will effect on labor and entrepreneurs in those industries. The
industries affected by the automotive industry include the industry related to research and
development of automobiles and parts, Product design and manufacture and basic parts
manufacturing, Retail and export industries both domestic and foreign countries. According
to the study of labor impacts, found that the factors affecting the increased in demand for
domestic employment is conducting the new business. The factors affecting the deceased in
demand for domestic employment are the situation of unemployment due to various
economic situations, production, sales, import and export of industrial products, which were
included in industrial variables. This showed that the shutdown of the industries have
indirect impact on other industries which related to the main industry and direct impact on

the demand for domestic employment.
