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Factors Affecting Retirement Planning Classified By The Source of Income
According to the Concept of Cashflow Quadrant
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Abstract

In this research, factors affecting retirement planning classified by the source of income according
to the concept of cash flow quadrant has the objectives to study factors affecting retirement planning by
the source of income according to the concept of cash flow quadrant. Using household samples data
from the survey of the National Statistical Office which surveyed the economic and social conditions of
households in 2015, a total of 43,400 households, by selecting from 2,592 households. To analyze
retirement planning through the ratio of total income to total expenses, asset availability and have land
for a living. Data were analyzed using descriptive statistics such as mean, standard deviation. The
research found that the ratio of total income to total expenses, that is a measure of having savings, found
that the income from state enterprise employees has the highest ratio of total income to total expenses.
The incomes from household businesses that do not accept wages have the lowest ratio of total income
to total expenses. In terms of asset availability, which represents financial wealth, found that the income
from employers has the highest asset availability and the incomes from private employees have the
lowest asset availability. In terms of having land for living, represents the well-being, found that the
incomes from employers have the highest land for living and the income from private employees has the
lowest land for a living. The inferential statistics from the results of multiple regression analysis by Tobit
Model and OLS to show the relationship of variables. Found that the ratio of total income to total
expenses, that have a coefficient positive relationship with statistical significance at 0.01, including the
total income per month and land ownership for conducting business and the factors that have a coefficient
negative relationship that are household businesses that do not accept wages, vehicle value and total
expenses per month. The total assets found a positive relationship consists of age, marital status, total
monthly income, total expenses per month and land ownership for conducting business with statistical
significance at the level of 99%. Factors that negatively affect the total assets were private employees,
male gender and debt in the system which looks at the possession of land for living There are factors
that positively correlate with age, number of household members, marital status, total monthly income.
Land for a living has factors that positive relationship with age, number of household members, marital
status, total monthly income, total expenses per month, total liabilities in the system and land possession
for business. A negative factors with statistically significant at the level of 99%, including private
employees and males gender. In addition, there are factors that do not affect retirement planning in all
aspects. Including government employees, state enterprise employee and businesses without employees

that consistent with the concepts of a cashflow quadrant in the E side from the employee and the S side
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
