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The purpose of this research was to investigate factors that affect the saving
behaviors and correlation between personal factors and personal saving behavior for X
Generation and Y Generation in Bangkok. The data were collected by using a
questionnaire from 400 samples and analyzed using percentage, mean, standard
deviation, and interaction effect. The result revealed that Number of members, education
level, income significantly affected savings amount.
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
